Cushion have a functional use or an aesthetic one (appearance)

Soft materials are used for stuffing to make the cushion comfortable

Tie-dyeing is the process of dyeing fabric by hand in which patterns are created by folding, twisting, crumpling, tying with string before applying the dye to the fabric

Cushion are stitched together and need to be secure to make sure the stuffing remains in place.
