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Pupils should be taught to use their voices expressively and creatively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes.

They will play tuned and untuned instruments musically. Pupils will listen with concentration and understanding to a range of high-quality live and recorded music. 

Singing

Combine to make a story, choosing and
playing classroom instruments (e.g. rainmaker) or sound-makers (e.g. rustling
leaves).

Musicianship
Pulse/Beat
Walk, move or clap a steady beat with others, changing the speed of the beat as the
tempo of the music changes.

Perform short copycat rhythm patterns accurately, led by the teacher.

Listen to sounds in the local school environment, comparing high and low sounds.
Sing familiar songs in both low and high voices and talk about the difference in sound.

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My Happy Minds: Meet the Brain
Where their brain is in their body and what it looks like.
That our brain helps us to control our body, manage our emotions and help solve problems.
That our brain has 3 main parts, and it works best when they work together. The 3 parts are Team H-A- P - Hippocampus, Amygdala and Prefrontal Cortex.
When- we feel big emotions, our Amygdala can react and take over our brain, sending the Hippocampus and Prefrontal Cortex to sleep.
That Happy Breathing helps our entire body, including our brain, to relax and wakes up the Hippocampus and Prefrontal Cortex.
That if they want to improve at something, they need to practice repeatedly, and our brain helps us get better each time. This is called Neuroplasticity.
