 Calculation: Addition and Subtraction Word Problems
National Curriculum Objective:  
Pupils should be taught to:  read, write and interpret mathematical statements involving addition (+), subtraction (–) and equals (=) signs  represent and use number bonds and related subtraction facts within 20. They should add and subtract one-digit and two-digit numbers to 20, including zero. Pupils will solve one-step problems that involve addition and subtraction, using concrete objects and pictorial representations, and missing number problems such as 7 = – 9.
Fractions 
National Curriculum Objective:  
Pupils to recognise, find and name a half as one of two equal parts of an object, shape or quantity. They will recognise, find and name a quarter as one of four equal parts of an object, shape or quantity.

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Dance
National Curriculum Objective:  
Pupils should develop fundamental movement skills, become increasingly competent and confident and access a broad range of opportunities to extend their agility, balance and coordination, individually and with others. They should be able to engage in competitive (both against self and against others) and co-operative physical activities, in a range of increasingly challenging situations. 

Pupils should be taught to: 

Master basic movements including running, jumping, throwing and catching, as well as developing balance, agility and coordination, and begin to apply these in a range of activities

Perform dances using simple movement patterns.

Demonstrate understanding that a dance has a start, middle and end

Confident to explore space within their dances and movements

Simplistically use concepts such as unison and mirroring in dance, copying examples

Perform basic body actions along with music

Remember and repeat simple movement patterns

Move with control and show spatial awareness

Show strength and flexibility during different types of activity such as movement phrases or starter activities

Work with a partner to use repeating motifs in a dance movement phrase

Tap into emotions to respond to the feelings in the music translating to body movement

Art
Seascape and Van Gogh 
Pupils to learn about the work of a range of artists, craft makers and designers, describing the differences and similarities between different practices and disciplines, and making links to their own work.

Pupils to use drawing, painting and sculpture to develop and share their ideas, experiences and imagination

Skills Covered: 

Work on a range of scales e.g. large brush on large paper etc.
To use different sizes of paint brushes and different paint brush strokes
Ask and answer questions about the starting points for their work and the processes they have used. 
Develop their ideas. 

Explore the differences and similarities within the work of artists, craftspeople and designers in different times and cultures. 

Create images from imagination, experience or observation. 

Mix and match colours to artefacts and objects. 

Mix a range of secondary colours, shades and tones. 
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Pupils should be taught to use their voices expressively and creatively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes.They will play tuned and untuned instruments musically. Pupils will listen with concentration and understanding to a range of high-quality live and recorded music. They will experiment with, create, select and combine sounds using the inter-related dimensions of music. 

Skills covered: 
Singing (Craig)
Sing simple songs with a very small range, mi-so (e.g. Hello, how are You), and then slightly wider (e.g. Bounce High, Bounce Low).

Listening
Listening to recorded and live performances.

[Geography Lesson: Song on oceans around the world/ Record performance] 

Composing
Explore percussion sounds to enhance storytelling, e.g.
ascending xylophone notes to suggest Jack climbing the beanstalk,
quiet sounds created on a rain stick/ shaker to depict a shower,
regular strong beats played on a drum to replicate menacing footsteps.

[English Lesson: Somebody Swallowed Stanley/ Under the sea sounds using instruments]

Musicianship
Pulse/beat
Use body percussion, (e.g. clapping, tapping, walking) to a steady beat.


Rhythm
 Perform short repeating rhythm patterns (ostinato) while keeping in time with a steady beat.

Pitch
Sing familiar songs in both low and high voices and talk about the different sounds.
